analognog switch off-a i Strategije digitalne tranzicije; kroz analizu podataka o
dosadasnjim privatizacijama medija, monitoring tim ukazuje zbog cdega je
privatizacija vazna za normalno funkcionisanje medijskog trzista i medijskog sistema

Twenty-fifth Monitoring Report for August 2011!
Brief contents:

e In the area of Freedom of Expression - pressures, attacks and threats against media
and journalists were continued in this period, as well as practice of courts to bring
disputable decisions in media cases; which type of violation of freedom of expression
these cases represent and why, you could find out in this section of the Report

e Regulatory framework - in the field of adoption of new laws, the monitoring team
analyzes the proposed amendments to the Law on Copyright and Related Rights as
well as their consequences for broadcasters; in the field of implementation of existing
laws, among several analyzed cases, we underline those that relate to the
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Broadcasting Law (if the existing regulation provides an adequate mechanisms to
prevent the abuse of frequencies in media owners' private purposes; media
concentration and vertical integration in the media sector) and the Law on Electronic
Communications (Draft Rulebook on technical requirements)

e Activities of competent authorities - in this period, none of the competent authorities
contributed to the improvement of the position of the media, which is evident from
several cases. We underline the cases dealing with: losing licenses due to not paid fees
to RBA; development of the Media Strategy

e Digitalization and privatization - monitoring team deals with announcement of
change of the analogue switch-off date and the Strategy of Digital Transition; through
the analysis of data on hitherto privatization of media, monitoring team indicates why
the privatization is important for proper functioning of media market and media
system

¢ Challenges of the Digitalization Process - authors: Milena Jocic and Milos
Stojkovie, advisors in the Ministry of Culture, Media and Information Society (the
authors deal with the important transition process - digital TV transition, challenges in
this process and announced modifications in its implementation giving answers to some
of questions and concerns that have appeared in public in this regard)

¢ Some Controversies and Dilemmas in the Adoption of the Serbian Media
Strategy - author: Doc Dejan Milenkovic, PhD (this text refers to the most
important document of the media sector, the Media Strategy, which, apparently, will not
symbolize the consensus of the media sector and the government, but the basis for new
distrust and a source of new problematic solutions that will not contribute to the
development of the media sector)

and the fifth text, the special addition:

e The European Court of Human Rights, case-law (excerpts from the
Information Notes of the European Court of Human Rights, available on the website of
the Court) - a brief overview of two judgments of this Court concerning the application of
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Article 10 of the European Convention for the Protection of Human Rights and
Fundamental Freedoms
