Proces digitalizacije - izazovi i dosadaSnje promene modela digitalizacije, kao i ono Sto predstoji;
neophodnost informisanja emitera o rizicima, prednostima i obavezama koje im taj proces donosi;

Proces privatizacije medija - zbog Cega najavljeni leskovacki eksperiment sa pokretanjem nove javne televizije
ne bi smeo da se dogodi, odnosno, zasto ne bi bio na zakonu zasnovan;

1. Summary of the 50th Monitoring Report about the Serbian media scene in November 2013:

e Freedom of expression - In the part of the Report - Threats and pressures - which provisions of the Law on
Public Information are most often violated by public officials; the "creative responses” of Serbian politicians to
criticism by media; lack of transparency towards the media. In the segment about Legal proceedings, the
authors have analyzed the approach to the right of journalists to make mistakes from the standpoint of the
Supreme Court of Cassation and the Appellate Court in Novi Sad;

¢ Implementation of existing laws - Broadcasting Law - what the RBA ordered TV Pink in relation to RBA’s
obligation to take measures to prevent the broadcasting of programs inciting ethnic discrimination; The Law on
the Protection of Rights and Freedom of Ethnic Minorities - which part of the controversial provision of this
Law has been repelled by the Constitutional Court and why;

e Adoption of new laws - the controversial provisions of the Draft Law on Electronic Media pertaining to the
ban on vertical integration of the operator and media service provider, as per type of broadcast content; what is
happening with the draft media laws; what media-relevant amendments to the Law on Copyright and Related
Rights have been proposed and what else should be proposed;

e Work of competent bodies - state authorities - What were the main topics of the Ministerial Conference
organized by the Council of Europe and the Ministry of Culture and Media and what was the course of the
discussion;

o The digitalization process - challenges and changes to the model of the digital switchover and what is coming;
the necessity to inform the broadcasters about the risks, benefits and obligations entailed by the process;

e The privatization process - why the establishment of a new public television station in Leskovac should not be
allowed to happen and why it has no basis in the Law;

e Conclusion of the Report - the novelties in the work of the Ministry of Culture and Media concerning the
drafting of laws as well as the obstruction of the reforms by the proposed establishment of new public media
were the main developments on the Serbian media scene in this period.
